Two Minutes with a Book

This is short classroom activity.

Resources: Take a box of useful textbooks to your seminar-make sure that there is more than one per student. 

Activity: Students will have to select a book, spend two minutes with the book and then describe the book, either to the whole class or to a partner. In a plenary ask students how they gained their overview/picture of what the book was about and of how useful it might be to them as students. 
Things that students might mention as useful:

· Whether or not the book they selected was on the reading list

· Title an author-and whether or not recognised 
· Date-recent or not

· Blurb-useful or not

· Content pages-referring to course content/assignment or not 

· Index page-referring to useful pages or not 

At the end of the activity invite students to write a brief paragraph describing to younger school students how they gain vital information about a book in two minutes.
